Commissioners Hale, Ricker and Haines -

Attached please find North City Water District’s Proposed Budget for 2023. We had
previously adopted a three-year budget for 2021-2023. Iowever, with the impact of COVID,
especially the suspension of late fees and holding the 2021 water rates at the 2020 levels, the
recent increasc in new development, the salary survey conducted in 2021 that resulted in salary
increases across the board for staff, and the substantial increase in the Consumer Price Index
over the last two years, we recognized that we needed to update our 2023 budget. Tt took some
“pencil sharpening” but we are proud to say, that even with all these changes, the District is
only required to adopt a modest rate increase of 4% for 2023,

‘T'he world has been changing very quickly over the last couple ol years and there is no reason
to think this pattern will not continue. Therefore, we are proposing the District continue the
practice of updating our budget on an annual basis. This will allow us to more closely monitor
the impacts of shifting usage patterns, inflation, and new development on our utility.

2022 was busy a busy year and we expect 2023 to be even more so.

Impact to Rate Payers

biggest reason the District only needs a 4% rate increase for 2023. The District has
the practice of raising rates modestly each vear so that the needs of the rate payers can
be met without affecting them adversely in any given year.

Project description: North City Water District's water system plan was adopted by the Board of Commissioners in 2011. The District made changes to the plan based on review comments and was approved by
King County in December 2013 and DOH in January 2014. The District calibrated and update its hydraulic model in 2018. The District will also be updating the Coliform Monitoring Plan (CMP). The CIP and CMP
will be submitted to DOH and King County for approval in 2019. The District will be requesting to DOH that we move from the 6 year to the 10 year approval cycle with the submission of this plan. The Coliform
Monitoring Plan and ShakeAlert was also updated as part of this plan. The District will be updating the Water Shortage Contingency Plan and Cross Connection Control Plan in 2020.

Rationale: North City Water District supports the public health and safety, a healthy and sustainable environment and economy by providing a reliable source of safe, high-quality drinking water that meets all the
District customers in an economic and environmentally responsible needs. During a WSP update, the District considered: (1) operating policies and customer level of service, (2) system vulnerabilities and
emergency preparedness; and (3) water system needs of the next 20 years to meet anticipated population and employment growth and changing water regulation. Given that there has been a short time period
since the last WSP was approved, it is likely DOH and King County will allow North City Water District to do an amendment and only update those portions of the plan that require updating. The City of Shoreline is
changing their comprehensive plan to allow for redevelopment of the areas near the NE 145th and 185th Street light rail stations adjacent to the I5 corridor. Water service for redeveloping properties in these areas
will be part of any developer extension agreements. It is unknown of many feet and what diameter of water mains will be required to support these redevelopment areas. The total cost and funding sources of these
redevelopment areas are unknown as this time.

Managing these investments properly to meet their intended life-cycles at a sustainable cost, while reducing the risk of accidents and injuries
due to poorly maintained equipment and vehicles, provides the key for our District. The main goal of this fund is to provide safe, reliable, appropriately equipped, readily
available vehicles and equipment for daily operations, through cost-effective maintenance and allows the District to provide a healthy and sustainable environment and be
prepared as a first responder.

Rationale: The District has a total of 15 vehicles and backhoes that must provide for safe, reliable, and available vehicles and equipment for first responders. District staff have
identified a deferred and emergency repair fund to allow for the replacement of vehicles when it is no longer cost effective for the District to own and operate.

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Both of the graphs shown above show the actual water usage by class, and by block within the Single Family class, from 2003 through 2022 After 2022, the usage is projected to
remain at approximately the 2022 levels of usage. The lower block graph is shown as a way to depict the trending in water usage more clearly. It shows that water usage was
trending down from 2003 through 2010 and then remained fairly flat until 2015 when there was an unsually hot summer. It is generally understood that the downward trend
prior to 2010 is a result of efforts made by utilities to educate users about the benefits of conserving water. Usage remained somewhat flat in 2016 through 2018 but was lower
again in 2019 due to a cooler summer. During 2020 and 2021 the usage pattern seems to reflect higher year round usage in the lower blocks due to customers remaining at home
during the COVID restrictions. 2022 appears to be a return to a more normal usage pattern in the lower blocks, but the summer peak was later in the year. Due to the
inconsistent usage patterns over all during the last few years, 2022 will become the base year going forward. No attempt will be made to average in prior year usage patterns.
