2023 ACHIEVEMENTS
The District accomplished the following items in 2023:
On-going accomplishments:
(1) Continued to receive multiple calls and emails complimenting staff (both in the
office and the field) on their exceptional customer service,
(2) On-going cross training of staff,
(3) On-going educational meetings with our legislators,
(4) Continued working and meeting with Shoreline Fire District staff and elected
officials,
(5) Continued to proactively provide maintenance, upgrades, and replacement of
District system components,
(6) Continued to update the maintenance activities of the District’s hydrant, valves,
meters, and services,
(7) Participated in the National AWWA Benchmarking survey,
(8) Continued to educate our community about water supply in newsletters.

New or one-time accomplishments:

(1) Hired and trained two new staff,

(2) Completed the addition to the Maintenance Facility,

(3) Awarded and made improvements to the security and alarm systems at multiple
District facilities,

(4) Designed two capital projects in the Sheraton Beach neighborhood to specifically
to improve the redundancy, resiliency, and fire flow to that neighborhood. Both
projects are expected to go out to bid in early 2024.

(5) Designed and awarded three capital projects that will improve redundancy,
resiliency, and fire flow in multiple portions of the District. Two of the projects
have a second phase which are expected to be constructed in 2024.

(6) Completed three additional capital projects.

(7) Replaced the mxus for the meters that did not have the technology to participate
in the Flexnet meter reading system and added a third base station at the
Shoreline Fire Department Station No. 65.

(8) Signed two Water System Extension Agreements (WSEAs) in 2023, closed four
WSEAs and continue to work on six additional active WSEAs.

(9) Continued contract negotiations with Seattle and the other wholesale purveyors to
update our 60-year contract.

(10) Began gathering information to meet EPA’s New Lead and Copper Rule

(1) Recruit and train an additional office staff person,

(2) Update the District’s Connection Charge,

(3) Perform a cost-of-service rate study,

(4) Track and report system efficiencies gained by the new Flexnet system,

(5) Begin a multi-year process to update District’s GIS system and reconcile the
system components to the Fixed Asset schedule,

(6) Complete the review and update of the District's easements. Identify and/or
obtain if the District is missing any easements necessary to maintain the water
system. Begin a multi-year inspection of easements.

(7) Complete the seven capital projects that have been started and several new
projects in 2024,

(8) Successfully complete negotiate a new wholesale contract with SPU,

(9) Update the District’s Technical Specifications and Standard Details,

(12) Expand our public outreach efforts including hosting Savvy Gardener classes, and
multiple community events,

(9) Work with others regarding the Fircrest Campus potential redevelopment by
signing both a Water System Extension Agreement and develop a multi-year
agreement as to how and when the transfer of the public water system changes
will transfer from Department of Social and Health Services to the District

(10) Maintain and district hydrants to AWWA standards,

Impact to Rate Payers
Seattle Public Utilities (SPU) will not be increasing the wholesale water rates again in
2024. Rate increases from SPU over the next several years are yet unknown, which is
the biggest reason the District only needs a 4% rate increase for 2024. The District has
also had to prepare for two of the wireless carriers to cancel their leases. The District
has the practice of raising rates modestly each year so that the needs of the rate payers
can be met without affecting them adversely in any given year.

We are truly looking forward to another successful year in 2024.

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Both of the graphs shown above show the actual water usage by class, and by block within the Single Family class, from 2003 through 2023. After 2023, the usage is projected to
remain at approximately the 2019 levels of usage. The lower block graph is shown as a way to depict the trending in water usage more clearly. It shows that water usage was
trending down from 2003 through 2010 and then remained fairly flat until 2015 when there was an unsually hot summer. It is generally understood that the downward trend prior to
2010 is a result of efforts made by utilities to educate users about the benefits of conserving water. Usage remained somewhat flat in 2016 through 2018 but was lower again in 2019
due to a cooler summer. To be conservative, the 2019 usage for SFR was used for 2020 through 2023 usage forecasts but it came in higher. Since the Seattle region is in a drought,
usage forecasts will remain at the 2019 levels in anticipation that customers will curtail usage until the drought is over.
